Reading
 Whole class reading is taught three times per week. 

 we use a focus text to teach the skills required for reading comprehension

 All children have a home reading diary and book which is matched to their current 
reading ability. 

Reading is a vital skill that is required to access learning in all areas of the 
curriculum. 

You can support your child at home by encouraging them to read their home reading 
book for pleasure at least 5 times per week.

However fluent your child is in reading, they will always benefit from reading to and 
with an adult.



 Spellings are set on Spelling Shed and are introduced and taught to the children 

in class every week on a Monday.

 All children have their own log in

 You can support your child at home by supporting them to use the Spelling Shed 

resource (little and often works the best!)

 Talk to your child about the meaning of the words and how they can be used in a 

sentence.
